The second part of the platform is an invitation to the audience for "Duets
with Abstraction" - another project of choreographer Julian Weber, which
started in 2021 and since then is recreated each time with specially selected
pieces of art from the collections of the space where it is presented.

The choreography of "Strange Foreign Bodies" is inspired by “58 indices
sur le corps” - the French philosopher Jean-Luc Nancy essay, resembling
a philosophical list of concepts and short, sometimes contradictory, notes
on the human body. In his text Nancy writes: “Why indices rather than
characters, signs, distinctive markings? Because the body escapes, is
never sure, lets its presence be suspected but not identified. [...] A body is a
difference. Since it is a difference from every other body [..] it's never done
with differing. It also differs from itself.

In "Strange Foreign Bodies" the audience will see choreographer Zufit
Simon, together with two other performers, Cary Shiu and Clarissa Régo,
each with distinctive physiques, begin their on-stage research on body
movements, proving that the body should always be thought of not alone,
but always in relation with other bodies.

“How many cubic centimeters is my body allowed to occupy?”is a performance
which resulted from a collaboration between TRAS company and the
choreographer Sonja Pregrad.

Generally, the patriarchy sees the female body (firstly) as an object, while
the drag genre emancipates this objectivity of femininity with specific
voluntary amplification and starts playing with it — reformulate and mobilize
it, enriching the viewers' perception of it.
